	Prior Learning (what pupils already know and can do)
· How did Britain change between the beginning of the Stone age and the end of the Iron age?

	End Points (what pupils MUST know and remember)
· Understand the significance of Ancient Egyptian civilisation and where it fits on a timeline.
· Recognise the role of people in power and how leadership shaped Ancient Egypt.
· Identify Egyptian contributions to transport, entertainment, and inventions.
· Compare Ancient Egyptian achievements with modern life.
· Use key vocabulary and historical sources to explain and present their understanding.



	Key Vocabulary
· People/Power: pharaoh, dynasty, kingdom, tomb, pyramid, ruler, leader, society.
· Transport: Nile, boat, reed, sail, oar, trade, transport, flood, fertile.
· Entertainment: Senet, festival, harp, drum, dance, music, gods, celebration.
· Inventions: papyrus, hieroglyph, medicine, calendar, sundial, pyramid, legacy.
· History skills: civilisation, contribution, achievement, evidence, source, artefact, important.



	Component 1: LO People in Power – Pharaohs and Society
Focus: Understanding Egyptian rulers and their impact.
 Learning Objective: To know who ruled Ancient Egypt and how they influenced society.
· Starter: Show an image of Tutankhamun’s death mask. Ask: Who do you think this person was? Why were they important?
· Main Activities:
· Class timeline: Place Ancient Egypt alongside Stone Age and Romans to situate chronology.
· Research carousel: Pharaohs (Tutankhamun, Cleopatra, Ramses II). Groups read short fact cards and record one achievement.
· Role play: Crown a class “pharaoh” and create rules for the class – discuss fairness and power.
· Plenary: Discussion: Why did pharaohs have so much power? How is this different from leaders today?
Adaptations:
· More able: Write a fact file about one pharaoh with detail.
· Less able: Complete a matching activity (pharaoh’s name + picture + simple fact).

	Component 2 LO: To understand how the Egyptians used transport and the Nile. 
Focus: How Egyptians used the Nile for transport and trade.
 Learning Objective: To know how the Nile shaped Egyptian life and transport.
· Starter: Show a satellite photo of the Nile. Ask: Why do you think Egyptians built their cities near this river?
· Main Activities:
· Source study: Look at paintings of Egyptian boats. Identify features (sails, oars, reeds).
· Map activity: Trace the Nile and mark key cities (Thebes, Memphis, Giza).
· Practical task: Build a model paper/reed boat and test floating.
· Plenary: Compare: How did Egyptians travel differently to us? How did the Nile help Egypt grow rich?
Adaptations:
· More able: Write a paragraph on why the Nile was important.
· Less able: Label a diagram of a boat.

	Component 3: LO: To explore ancient Egyptian Entertainment – Music, Games and Festivals
Focus: How Egyptians enjoyed themselves.
 Learning Objective: To understand Egyptian forms of entertainment and their significance.
· Starter: Play short clips of reconstructed Egyptian music (flute, drum, harp). Ask: What do you think Egyptians might have done for fun?
· Main Activities:
· Research stations: Artefacts of board games (Senet), musical instruments, festival art. Children rotate and record findings.
· Practical task: Play a simplified version of Senet (printable board).
· Drama: Recreate a festival procession with music and dance.
· Plenary: Discussion: Which forms of entertainment are still similar today?
Adaptations:
· More able: Compare two types of entertainment (e.g. games vs. festivals).
· Less able: Draw an Egyptian enjoying music or a game.

Key Vocabulary: Senet, festival, harp, drum, music, dance, celebration, gods.


	Component 4 LO: to explore Ancient Eqyptian Inventions and Achievements
Focus: What did the Egyptians invent that we still use today?
 Learning Objective: To identify and explain Egyptian inventions and their impact.
· Starter: Quiz – Which of these did the Egyptians invent? (Papyrus, toothpaste, pyramids, pizza, clocks).
· Main Activities:
· Gallery walk: Fact cards about papyrus, hieroglyphs, pyramids, calendars, medicine. Children take notes.
· Practical writing: Try writing names in hieroglyphs.
· STEM link: Demonstrate how sundials worked.
· Plenary: Class discussion: Which Egyptian invention is most important and why?
Adaptations:
· More able: Write a persuasive paragraph about the most significant invention.
· Less able: Match inventions to pictures.

Key Vocabulary: papyrus, hieroglyph, pyramid, calendar, sundial, medicine, invention.


	Component 5 LO:  to explore What did the Ancient Egyptians bring to the world?
Focus: Summarising Egyptian contributions and their legacy.
 Learning Objective: To explain what the Ancient Egyptians contributed to the world and why they are remembered.
· Starter: Recap quiz – one question per previous lesson.
· Main Activities:
· Class debate: “The most important thing the Egyptians gave us was …” (children choose inventions, transport, entertainment, or leaders).
· Museum project: Children create a small “exhibit” on one aspect (poster, labelled artefact drawing, model).
· Gallery walk: Share exhibits and record 3 new facts.
· Plenary: Reflect: Why do we still learn about Ancient Egypt today?
Adaptations:
· More able: Extended writing – “What did the Egyptians bring to the world?” with examples.
· Less able: Complete a scaffolded sentence frame: “The Egyptians gave us ___. This is important because ___.”

· Drama/Role Play: Pharaoh’s court, Nile trade, religious festivals.
· Cross-curricular links: DT (model pyramids, boats), Art (hieroglyphs, masks), Music (Egyptian rhythms).
