	Subject: Textiles – Waistcoats.
Year: 6
NC/PoS:

	Prior Learning (what pupils already know and can do)
· Select and cut fabrics with ease using fabric scissors.
· Follow design criteria to create an end product.
· Thread needles with greater independence.
· Tye knots with greater independence.
· Sew cross-stitch to join fabric.

	End points (what pupils MUST know and remember):
· Consider a range of factors in their design criteria and use this to create a waistcoat design.
· Use a template to mark and cut out a design.
· Use a running stitch to join fabric to make a functional waistcoat.
· Attach a secure fastening, as well as decorative objects.
· Evaluate their final product.

	Key Vocabulary 
Annotate, decorate, design criteria, fabric, target customer, waistcoat, waterproof.

	Session 1: Waistcoat design.
LO: To design a waistcoat.

Use Recap & Recall to revisit prior skills learnt then introduce different designers using presentation. Explain how their task is to design then create a waistcoat. Using presentation (Waistcoat design ideas), introduce & discuss waistcoats eg who it is for / which materials will work best / how practical will it be to wear?

Children to then design their own waistcoat using Kapow resource or in their DT books / learning journey. They will need to include ho their waistcoat is for & what they will need to include (design criteria).

Ensure children draw their waistcoat designs in detail (front and back) and annotate the materials they will use and where they will sew. They should include the colour of the fabric and thread.

Vocab: annotate, decorate, design criteria, fabric, properties, target audience target customer,
waistcoat, waterproof.
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	Session 2: Preparing fabric.
 LO: To mark and cut fabric according to a design.

Recap on their task  - to design & create a waistcoat & explain that this lesson is using a template to mark their fabric then cut it out.

Using pupil video & then model how to draw around parts of the template (Kapow resource) onto the fabric but stress that they will need to adapt the shape of the template at the bottom according to their design.Model how to lay the template on the piece of fabric and mark the outline of the panels on the material in chalk. Explain how they should adapt the bottom of their outline to match their design. Ask the children to draw dashes across the parts of the fabric that will be sewn (the top of the shoulders and the sides) as this is a reminder to leave a 1 cm gap when cutting this out. Children are to now cut out their fabric, ensure that they leave a 1cm on the edges they will sew. Once children have cut out their shape, model how to pin them together, ensuring the waistcoat is inside out and ready to be sewn together in the next lesson.

Vocab: adapt, fabric, fastening, shape, template, waistcoat.

	Session 3: Assembling my waistcoat.
LO: To assemble a waistcoat.

Use Recap & Recall to ensure recognition of key vocabulary eg target customer, annotate, running stitch.
Model how to use a simple running stitch to join two pieces of fabric. Children will then sew the parts of the waistcoats which they pinned together previously. Prior to beginning sewing, ensure that:
· All of the edges line up.
· There is enough of an overlap at the front to fix a fastening.
· The waistcoat is inside out so the stitches will be neater when they finish.
Explain to first use a running stitch across the shoulders then sew the sides to the back panel. Upon completion, turn the waistcoats inside out to hide the stitches.


Vocab: fabric, knot, running stitch, seam, sew, thread.

	Session 4: Decorating a waistcoat.
 LO: To decorate a waistcoat.

Return original designs and waistcoats to children and explain how they will now decorate it.  Encourage them to refer to their design sheets. Explain that they can adapt their designs as they work but they need to include any changes on their design sheets. Remind the children how to attach beads and buttons by looping thread through the holes at least three times, securing each stitch to ensure it stays in place.
Upon completion of their waistcoats, children to share their finished product with the rets of the class then write an evaluation of their design including any amendments which they made.

Vocab: adapt, annotate, decorate, detail, design criteria.
